FAPE SHOOTERS LOG GUIDELINES
The following guidelines will explain how to fill out the “Shooters Log”.  The purpose of the log is to document and ensure that the Explorer Shooter is getting the proper amount of training in order to compete as an FAPE competition shooter at FAPE sanctioned pistol matches.  In addition, much like a pilot’s log, this will be proof of proficiency and possibly aide the shooter for application to a law enforcement agency.  The main goal of the FAPE shooting program is to promote safety and training.

ALL SHOOTERS MUST BRING THEIR LOG BOOK IN ORDER TO SHOOT A FAPE MATCH!

Shooter’s Name: PRINT the name of the shooter.

Post Name & Number:  Ex:  Shooterville Police Explorers  911

Date: The date the shooter is on a range firing the weapon.

Weapon Cal.: The caliber of the weapon used on the date listed.  Ex.38 cal or 9mm
7yd  15yd  25yd:  place an “X” in the box(s) where the shooter fired from during a session.

Total Bullets Fired:  the entire rounds expended during the shooting session

P:  Stands for practice.  If the shooter is only firing rounds for proficiency, “X” this block.

P/M Score:  If the shooter fires a FAPE match course of fire, using the prescribed match times, enter the score in this box.

Adv. Int.: The advisor will place their initials in this box indicating that the information is true & correct.

The following three boxes are for the Range Master’s Scoring Unit.
FAPE M Score:  The FAPE Pistol Match [Delegate/State] score will be placed in this block. The scores for FAPE matches will be entered by the range master and/or scoring unit.
Rank:  The shooting rank obtained by the shooter at the time of that date’s session.  A promotion in rank will be signed off by the range master.

RM:  The range master or a designee’s initials verifying the FAPE match score and the rank.
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
